POLICY FOR WRITTEN MATERIALS
Each person, group or entity (“Owner(s)”) that submits, presents, delivers or provides materials or content (e.g., white papers, articles, outlines, presentations, slides, drawings or photographs) in any form (e.g., digital files or written or printed text) (each an item of “Content”) to Oregon Entrepreneurs Forum, an Oregon nonprofit corporation (“OEF”), or its members or non-member program participants (“Participants”) shall be subject to this policy and the limited licenses granted by this policy.
Each Owner shall be deemed to have reviewed, consented to and agreed to be bound by the terms of this policy upon submission of any item of Content to OEF or Participants.  This policy shall be binding upon each Owner and its successors and assigns.  If an Owner does not wish to be bound by this policy, Owner shall not submit Content to OEF and Participants and any such submission shall be deemed to be acceptance of the terms of this policy.
1. In consideration of the opportunity to present Content to OEF and Participants, each Owner hereby grants to OEF a nonexclusive, royalty free license to copy, use, reproduce, publish, distribute and publicly perform the Content as set forth in this policy.  OEF shall be permitted to copy, use, reproduce, publish, distribute and publicly perform the Content to Participants in the following situations:  (a) at OEF programs, events and seminars; (b) upon request in any form; (c) via electronic download of digital files from OEF’s website(s), and (d) in connection with a database or collective work of Content selected by OEF to made available to Participants.
2. OEF shall be permitted to modify the Content to include the OEF logo and related trademarks or service marks; provided, however, OEF shall not modify any text, information or substantive materials contained in the Content without the express written permission of Owner of such Content.
3. Owner represents and warrants that Owner has the right and power to grant the licenses granted pursuant to this policy and Owner’s submission of Content and there are no agreements with any party in conflict with such grant.  Owner represents and warrants that the Content is the unique and original work of Owner (unless otherwise noted in the Content) and does not infringe upon the rights of any third parties, including any copyrights or other intellectual property rights.
4. OEF acknowledges that Owner is and shall remain the owner of the Content.  Except for the specific rights granted in this policy, OEF will not do anything inconsistent with Owner’s ownership of the Content.  OEF will not remove, cover, destroy or obscure any copyright notices identifying Owner as the copyright holder.
5. The license granted by an Owner pursuant to this policy and Owner’s submission shall continue in full force and effect until Owner’s copyright expires; provided, however, any Owner may at any time terminate the license granted by such Owner by providing a written notice of termination to OEF.  Within a commercially reasonable period of time after receipt of the written notice of termination; OEF shall remove such Owner’s Content from all programs, databases and websites.

6. OEF WILL NOT BE LIABLE TO OWNER FOR ANY INDIRECT, SPECIAL, INCIDENTAL, OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES OF ANY KIND ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING TO THIS POLICY, HOWEVER CAUSED, EVEN IF IT HAS BEEN ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH LOSS OR DAMAGES.  Owner shall indemnify and hold harmless OEF for any claims of infringement by any third party, including reasonable attorney fees, which arise from OEF’s use of the Content.
7. In the event of any dispute or controversy arising out of or relating to this policy, the parties agree to exercise their best efforts to resolve the dispute as soon as possible.  Owner’s sole remedy is termination of this licenses granted to OEF.

8. This policy may be amended by OEF from time to time by posting an amended policy on OEF’s website.  If Owner does not terminate any license within 30 days after posting of any amended policy, Owner shall be deemed to have consented to the updated or amended terms of this policy.

9. This policy will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Oregon.  OEF and Owner agree that the exclusive jurisdiction and venue of any action or proceeding with respect to the subject matter of this policy will be the state and federal courts located in the county of Multnomah, Oregon, and Owner and OEF waive any objection to jurisdiction and venue in such courts.  The failure of OEF to exercise or enforce any right or provision of this policy will not be deemed a waiver of such right or provision.  If any provision of this policy is held to be invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions of this policy will remain in full force and effect.
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
